6. To Structures; Unsightly Conditions. Except as
hereinafter provided, no structure of a temporary character,
including, but not limited te, a house trailer, tent, shack,
storage shed, or outbuilding shall be placed or eracted upon any
Lot; provided, however, that during the actual construction,
alteyation, repair or remodeling of a structure or cther Improve-
ments, DecESEary temporary structures for storage of materials may
be erected and maintained by a Person doing such work; and
provided, further, that storage sheds may be permitted, with the
pricr, written approval of the Architectural Review Committee or as
ctherwise permitted in guidelines, rulesg or regulations promulgated
by the Assogiation, 1f each such storage shed is screened from the
view of adjacent Lote and Common Elements. The work of construct-
ing, altering or remodeling any structure or other Improvements
shall be prosecuted diligently from the commencement thersof until
the completion therszof. Further, no unsightly conditions,
structuras, facilities, equipment or obiects shall be so located on
any Lot as to be visible from a ptreet or from any other Lot.

(p) MNo chain-linked {oxr other} dog runs, drying yards,
gervice yards, wood piles or storage areas shall be so located on
any Lot as to be visible from a street or from the ground level of
any other Liot.



(b} Except as hereinabove provided, no abandoned or
incperable automebiles or vehicles of any kind shall be stored or
parked in the Community in such a manner as to be vizible from any
lot. &n "abandoned or inoperable vehicle" shall be defined as any
sutomobile, truck, motoreycle, or other gimilar vehicle, which has
not been driven under its own propulsion for a period of ssventy-
two {72} hours or longer, or which does not have an operable
propuleion system installed therein, or which is not then currently
1icensed and registered; provided, however, that otherwize
permitted vehicles parked by Owners while on vacation (for a

maximum of two (2) weeks) or during & period of lliinsss snall naot
be deemed teo bhe ahandoned.

{c) In rhe event the Asscciation shall determine that z
vehicle 1s parked or stored irn viclation of subsecricns {ai ar (b)
of this Section, then a written notice describing said wvehicle
g¢hail be persconally delivered to the owner thereof (if such owner
can be reascnably ascertained; or shall be comspicuously piaced
upon the wvehicle (if the owner thereof cannot be reasonably
ascartained), and if the vehicle is not removed within a reasonable
time thereafter, as determined by the Association in its discretion
from time to time, the Association ghall have the right to remove
the vehicle at the sole expense of the owner thereof.
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
